Our visitor numbers were up, with over 400 people 

through the doors over the two days. Despite the 

great fishing weather, we had about 40 more people 

than in 2023.

Seven Yorke Peninsula Schools entered, providing a 

range of entries including Fine Art, Photography and 

Sculpture.
