Artwork will be received at Ardrossan Town Hall on Sunday, 29th March 1-3pm.  
Unsold artwork can be collected on from the Hall on Sunday, 5th April 10am-12pm. 
We require Fine Art and Photography entries to be framed and prepared to hang. 
Sculptures need to be free standing or presented on a stand. 
Artists are limited to entering 3 artworks. Entries must not exceed 1.5m x 1.5m. 
Artwork must have been created in the last 2 years and not have been previously 
displayed for sale on the Yorke Peninsula. 
Artwork must be available for sale, with a value greater than $100. 
Ardrossan Progress Association will collect a 10% commission from all sales.
